· Commit. Be on time. Prepare fully. Review and digest and integrate. Ask. Practice. Rest. Practice more. Rest. Ask more. Practice more…
· To be certified, you must attend all required sessions and engage fully in the activities. You must also complete all written, oral, and practical assignments, quizzes, and exams.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Make up time options: A few hours missed can be reviewed with a willing fellow student who takes great notes or audio recordings, and some extra readings. More than a few hours must be made up with a trainer at an hourly rate of $50.
· Decide what is sacred, valued—your books, your notes, your thoughts, your body—give them respect inwardly and outwardly too.
· Keep what we do and say together confidential, just as you will do for your students.
· Is it true and is it kind? No divisive speech.
· The ethics of trainingthe ethics of teaching. Review and sign ethics agreement; it applies to observing, assisting, and practice teaching, right here and now, as well as the teaching you will do in the future, on your own.
